Security

An USHER is someone who assists 
people in the theater to find their seats,  
the restrooms, and the exits.

A BAG CHECK is done to make sure  
that people are not bringing in items 
that are not permitted in the theater.

Inside the lobby 
doors, the security staff 
 will check our bags.

Exiting
